For 25 years, Hispanas Organized for Political Equality (HOPE) has convened 400 Latina
leaders from all regions of California in Sacramento for an annual public policy issues
conference: Latina Action Day. This one day conference is designed to facilitate dialogue
between Latina corporate and community leaders and elected officials on public policy
affecting Latinas in California. Through town-halls and workshops, HOPE presents up to date
information, analysis, and access to decision makers on critical issues such as access to
healthcare, higher education, and the California state budget.

About Latina Action Day

Why invest in Latinas and HOPE
Latinxs are estimated to possess $1.7 trillion in purchasing power, and account for
nearly half of the population growth in the U.S. (Nielsen).  One in 5 people in
California are Latina and 50% of all children in K-12 are Latinx in California (HOPE's
ESLR 2017).

Led by participants of the HOPE Youth
Leadership Program, they engage in a Youth Town Hall and
have an opportunity to meet with, educate, and provide
recommendations that will bring about measurable change to
both Senate and Assembly members representing their
communities.
